He contacted by
phone all the Post Officers, due to time constrains he sought advise and
opinions about his pending actions. Fellow officers were unanimous in their
support of withdrawing the Post contingent from this years freedom Day
Parade. An open letter will be drafted and sent to the local media to address
and resolve this pressing issue.
