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veterans Also Benefit From Economic Stimulus Pay-

ments From the IRS

Economic stimulus payments being
issued by the federal government will also
benefit some veterans, informs the Inter-
nal Revenue Service. In most cases, vet-
erans will not have to do anything extra;
simply file a 2007 tax return and wait for
their payment. Electronic transfers are
the fastest way to receive payments,
which begin arriving in May.

“Many veterans who receive benefits
from Veterans Affairs are not required to
file a tax return. But they need to this
year to get the stimulus payment.” said
California Department of Veterans Af-
fairs’ Secretary Tom Johnson. “Also, I
hope California’s veterans take advantage
of direct deposit so they can be among the
first to receive their economic stimulus

npaymegt.”

The IRS will use information on the

2007 tax return filed by the taxpayer to
determine eligibility and calculate the
amount of the stimulus payments. In
most cases, the payment will equal the
amount of tax liability on the tax return,
with a maximum amount of $600 for indi-
viduals ($1,200 for taxpayers who file a
joint return).

The law also allows for payments for
select taxpayers who have no tax liability,
such as low-income workers or those who
receive Social Security benefits or veter-
ans’ disability compensation, pension or
survivors’ benefits received from the U.S.
Department of Veterans Affairs in 2007.
These taxpayers will be eligible to receive
a payment of $300 ($600 on a joint re-
turn) if they had at least $3,000 of quali-
fying income.

March 6,2008 - So we’ve had to update the
War Comes Home embeddable American
Casualties of Iraq and Afghanistan widget
for the second time in two days. At a fed-
eral court hearing of a class action lawsuit
brought by Iraq and Afghanistan war vet-
erans who allege inferior treatment from
the VA, a high ranking VA official re-
vealed 299,585 veterans of the “war on
terror” had gone to the VA for medical
treatment as of September 30, 2007. Ap-
proximately 1.7 million Americans have
served in the two wars. As of January 18,
2008 the VA says 799,791 had already
been discharged from the service. At least
243,034 Iraq and Afghanistan war veter-
ans have filed a disability claim with the
government.

What’s the reason for these high casu-
alty rates? Consider this: In Iraq and Af-
ghanistan about 15 American soldiers are
wounded for every fatality, compared
with 2.6 per death in Vietnam and 2.8 in
Korea.

So in other words, instead of being
killed young Americans are coming home
severely physically and psychologically

Soldier Questions Gay Policy

January 11, 2008 - WASHINGTON — Even if
no one is asking, Army Sgt. Darren Man-
zella has been telling anyone who’ll listen
that he’s gay — without serious retribu-
tion so far from the military.

Manzella, a medic who served in Iraq
and Kuwait, has acknowledged his sexual
orientation in national media interviews
and again on Tuesday in a Washington
news conference.

“This is who I am. This is my life,”
said Manzella, who received a combat
medical badge for his service in Iraq. “It
has never affected my job performance
before. I don’t think it will make a differ-
ence now. And to be honest since then, I
don’t see a difference because of my ho-
mosexuality.”

Aubrey Sarvis, executive director of

March 7, 2008 - During a House Judiciary
Committee meeting this week, S.C. Rep.
Alan Clemmons, R-Myrtle Beach, ob-
served that voting is a privilege, not a
right. If the gentleman, who is an attor-
ney, really believes that, he's obviously
not conversant with the 14th, 15th, 19th,
24th and 26th amendments to the U.S.
Constitution.

Taken together, the amendments guar-
antee all Americans 18 years of age or
older the right to vote. And they specifi-
cally exclude tests to determine which
Americans can and can't vote.

Yet here was Clemmons this week
urging fellow committee members to sup-
port his proposal to deny voter registra-
tion to anyone who can't present a birth
certificate or - get this - a passport. That,
he said, would guarantee that illegal im-
migrants can't register to vote.

Clemmons admits that his legislation
would be a solution for a problem that
does not exist. There have been no re-
ported instances, anywhere in South
Carolina, of illegal immigrants trying to
register to vote.

Puh-leeze. Emerging from the shad-
ows to attempt to register to vote is the
last thing an undocumented person of
uncertain skill in English would do. What
better way to offer yourself up for depor-
tation?

The real motivation behind Clem-
mons' voter-registration-restriction initia-
tive, we fear, has to do with the potential
rise to political power of the millennial
generation - Americans born between
1982 and the end of the 20th century.

This generation is even larger than the
baby boom generation - and includes
many folks who are legal immigrants and
the children of legal immigrants. It in-
cludes, as well, a large black cohort. And
many of the young white people of Euro-
pean ancestry in the millennial group
don't share their parents' voting prefer-
ences.

Here and across the country, Republi-
can legislators and party leaders are
scared of this group - for good reason.
Barack Obama's candidacy for the De-
mocratic presidential nomination has en-
ergized millions of young people across
the country and here in South Carolina.

Here in South Carolina, as well, many

Servicemembers Legal Defense Network,
said Manzella’s case demonstrates the
military is arbitrarily enforcing its “don’t
ask, don’t tell” policy now that the coun-
try is at war.

The “don’t ask, don’t tell” policy pro-
hibits active-duty service members from
openly acknowledging whether they are
gay or lesbian.

Mangzella still could be investigated
now that he has left the battlefield. Every
time he has said he is gay publicly can be
counted as a violation of the policy, one
of his attorneys said.

Manzella first told a military supervi-
sor about his sexual orientation in August
2006 while he was stationed at Fort Hood,
Texas, and working in division headquar-
ters. Three weeks after Manzella made
the revelation, his battalion commander
told him an investigation had been closed
without finding “proof of homosexual-
ity.”

A month later, Manzella was rede-
ployed for the war in Iraq.

Paul Boyce Jr., an Army spokesman,
said he was unaware of an investigation
of Manzella being opened or closed. He
said the investigation would have been
done by Manzella’s Fort Hood unit, and
officials there are on leave and unavail-
able to discuss the case.

“This particular soldier’s unit only
recently returned from the war to Fort
Hood, Texas, so it’s premature to specu-
late on any future actions until the young
man’s situation can be considered by his
chain of command,” Boyce said in a state-
ment.

Manzella, originally from Portland,
N.Y., returned from the Middle East last
month and went on leave shortly before
Christmas. He will return to the 1st Cav-
alry Division at Ford Hood at the end of
the month.

A bill to eliminate the military’s sex-
ual orientation policy, filed by Rep. Ellen
Tauscher, D-Calif., is pending in Con-
gress. Sarvis said the bill is unlikely to get
out of committee during this election
year, but hearings could be held.

Elaine Donnelly, president of the Cen-
ter for Military Readiness, said Man-
zella’s commanders should have dis-
charged him when they learned he was
gay. Her group opposes allowing gays to
join the military.

of the energized young people are black.
Together with older blacks, they represent
a potential upsurge of about 250,000 vot-
ers - once they get registered. And if they
register, they're more likely to register
Democratic than Republican - not only
because of Obama's candidacy but also
because the S.C. Republican Party is still
trapped in the politics of race that worked
well 30 years ago but isn't working so
well now.

Could Clemmons be trying to sup-
press millennial-generation and black
voting? We certainly hope not. But it's a
dead certainty that passage of his proposal
would have that effect.

Most people don't have passports, but
everyone has a birth certificate. But how
many kids participating in campus voter-
registration drives take their birth certifi-
cates to school with them? Not many,
we'd wager. Nor are the many folks who
register to vote in places other than S.C.
county voter registration offices in the
habit of carrying their birth certificates
around with them.

Clemmons' proposal, in short, strikes
at the heart of democracy - easy access
for every citizen to the voting booth. The
hope must be that his fellow Judiciary
Committee members see that and refuse
to act on it.

Qualifying income includes Social
Security benefits, certain Railroad Retire-
ment benefits, certain veterans’ benefits
and earned income, such as income from
wages, salaries, tips and self-employment.
While these people may not be normally
required to file a tax return because they
do not meet the filing requirement, the
IRS emphasizes they must file a 2007
return in order to receive a payment.

Recipients of Social Security, certain
Railroad Retirement and certain veterans’
benefits should report their 2007 benefits
on Line 14a of Form 1040A or Line 20a
of Form 1040. Taxpayers who already
have filed but failed to report these bene-
fits can file an amended return by using
Form 1040X. The IRS is working with
the Social Security Administration and
U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs to
ensure that recipients are aware of this
issue.
